I have been advised by the Social Security Administration at the American Embassy in Panama that I need to connect your Office to obtain a valid US Passport. The problem as I see it is a Catch 22. If I do not have a valid social security number due to identity theft issues that have been referred to the US DOJ OIG to OIG Social Security Administration; OIG US Department of State and US DOJ Criminal Division (see [ATTACHED REFERRAL]). I am a US Citizen born in Margarita Canal Zone, Panama. (See [COPY OF US BIRTH CERTIFICATE]). Also please see my father, Captain Andrew Robert Allan's, US Passport [PAGE 1] [PAGE 2] [PAGE 3] as proof that he was a US Citizen. My mother, Agnes Sovik Allan, was born in Beacon New York. She also is a US Citizen. 

In 2003 I was forced due to stolen identity issues that credible information exists to show that my old social security number in my married name of Jean Elizabeth Vorisek Quinn had been used in crimes that could subject my assets to forfeiture, or IRS taxes and penalties. I legally changed my name back to my maiden name of Jean Elizabeth Allan. 

When I tried to change my social security work records and number to my new name I was advised by SSA in Concord NH that I needed to get either a letter of immunity from US DOJ Criminal Division, or a new social security number. It had exclusive jurisdiction. For 10 years have many multiple attempts to acquire either a letter of immunity or a new number. To date I have had no success doing either.

I have been having technical difficulties with my yahoo.com email account. Please accept my apology. This forward is to be incorporated into the recent email that is attached hereunder... If this is a problem please notify me and I will resend the entire communication.

The second letter that I wish for you review is the 9.9.13 letter to Social Security Admin in Panama, which is the Agency that has referred me to your office. 

The bottom line is that I was informed I could not get a valid US Passport without a valid social security number. And, SSA has just informed me that I cannot begin that process until I can show that I have a current valid US Passport. A true Catch 22.

Please advise me how I am to resolve this dilemma. I am 69 years of age and I should have been able to collect upon my ss benefits since at the very least age 65. I am living now in Panama, and have been traveling on my current and valid Panamanian passport.
