If the government officials can not get you one way they will violate the law and get you another. What is the rights thing to do? The NH governor Benson could not shut me up so he locked me up.
The trouble started when strangers whom read my letters to the editor in the newspapers called my house and asked for my help. The Madbury NH government is using it’s government power for revenge. In my opinion they are trying to drive this family into bankruptcy. Their lawyer Wyskiel violated the law and Constitution to continue this action. Judge Fauver violated the Constitution to protect his brother attorney. Judge O’Neill violated the Constitution to protect his brother judge. The NH Supreme Court saw no way to rule on this case so they ruled it “Moot”. To protect brother judges and attorneys. We the people have rights. When the NH Supreme Court violates the very reason for their existence, (to see that no individuals Constitutional rights are violated) we the people are in trouble.
