RE: House Bill 541 

Dear Representative Marple: 

Mid last year I wrote a letter to Gov. Lynch detailing the involvement of approximately 22 law firms, to include the major firms in NH, who had a direct hand in the harm and damage that has been done to personally to my family and to its businesses. I have heard nothing from the Governor on this matter. I requested that he appoint an independent counsel to review, among other things the monopoly strangle hold the NH Bar has on its lawyers in violation of anti trust laws, among other things. At the time of this writing there has been no response from the Governor's Office. 

Sometime ago I learned about Bill 541. My understanding is that appears to address the anti-trust issues connected to the licensing of the New Hampshire Bar Association. I understand that there was a hearing. I did not attend. Now I understand that the bill is going to a vote in the House. The Judiciary Committee has voted 14 to 7 against the bill. I have read the Minority Report. 

I understand now that the only way a real hearing can be convened is for an amendment to be attached to the Bill on the floor. I would request that you make your best efforts to hold a hearing so that the Judiciary Committee can hear my well documented story. 

As you are aware, my Brief to the New Hampshire Supreme Court has been posted on www.nhjustice.net Jean E. Allan, individually and as Trustee of the Jean E. Vorisek Family Trust v SN Servicing, a Robin Arkley II company, acting as agent for Ingomar, LP another surrogate company of Arkley's. The issues raised in the brief are but a small part of the overall scheme that was involved in the theft and destruction of my family's property and businesses in New Hampshire and elsewhere. 

I have begged and pleaded with the various branches of New Hampshire government to create the legal atmosphere that would allow my due process rights to be heard. So far to no avail. The last time I spoke up publicly was in May, of this year. I complained to the NH Ethics Committee re: former speaker Gene Chandler. Three days later Robin Arkley filed a Decree for Sale against the last remaining property that my family owns in New Hampshire. Judge McHugh granted the Decree without a hearing. It is my understanding that Judge McHugh has been brought before the NH Legislature in a Bill of Address that is scheduled to be heard sometime this month. I intend to speak at that hearing also. 

I thank you for your attention to the plight of my family. If New Hampshire does not correct the situation my family will have no other choice but to sue in Federal Court. By New Hampshire refusing to exam the issues raised in Bill 541, is a clear indication of New Hampshire's desire to protect its lawyers, even if they are in violation of Federal Anti-Trust laws. Clearly New Hampshire can be made liable to those in my class who have suffered the consequences of those lawyers who have broken Federal Law while practicing in an illegal monopoly. Another sign of the monopoly, I am told, is the way the lawyers self- insure in a pool. This practice alone make co-conspirators of them all. (emphasis supplied)

LEGISLATOR DICK MARPLE REPLY

The history of HB 541 can be summarized as follows; Last session the Judiciary Committee, became owner of HB 541. Chair Cynthia Dokmos scheduled a public hearing and testimony, both written and oral was delivered to the committee. A vote to retain the bill was made and a sub-committee was formed with the chair being Robert Mead. He held several sub-committee meetings throughout the summer and fall and a sub-committee report was made to the full Judiciary committee which then acted upon it. I understand the vote of the full committee was 7 for passage and 14 for Inexpedient to Legislate. The bill is now scheduled for action next week and it is completely out of my hands. I have been told that Rep. Mead has received committee approval for a late entry of a 2006 bill which addresses the monopoly BAR with similar concerns as enumerated in HB 541 only in more detail.

I have no knowledge of any amendment that could be introduced for HB 541 as the unlawful monopoly unified BAR is a clear violation of Article 83 in Part II of the New Hampshire constitution. As such, it would appear that any representative that does not understand the clear plain unequivocal language enumerated in Article 83 and votes to ITL HB 541, will be at risk for violating their Oath of office to support and maintain Article 83. Here is the controlling language;

"it shall be the duty of the legislature and magistrates, in all future periods of this government......Free and fair competition.......is an inherent right of the people and should be protected against all monopolies and conspiracies which tend to hinder or destroy it......Therefore, all just power possessed by the state is hereby granted to the General Court to enact laws to prevent the operation within the state of all persons and associations......who endeavor to...destroy free and fair competition.....through combination, conspiracy, monopoly, or any other unfair means......and to authorize civil and criminal proceedings in respect to all the wrongs herein declared against."

I can only hope that my colleagues will have the same reverence for the constitution that I profess and vote to pass HB 541.
