The Obvious

Dear NH Family Law Reform Supporter,

It seems that yet again those opposed to any reform of the tragically broken family law system in NH are attempting to subvert change.  Thus, your help is needed quickly to counteract the forces of darkness.  

A contract to hire an Economist, recommended by the  NH Commission to Study Child Support, who would study the actual cost of raising a child in NH is about to go before the NH Executive Council for approval.  The Executive Council will then decide whether to approve the contract or not.   The Commission to Study Child Support and Related Child Custody Issues issued a final report in December of 2004 after years of studying the child support system in NH and detailed fact after fact showing how the current child support guidelines are thoroughly unfair and have no basis in reality.

The opponents of reform don't even want this contract for an objective 3rd party Economist to be hired to investigate and research what it actually costs to raise a child in NH because they want to keep the system the way it is, with non-custodial parents paying 100% of the current inflated and unfair child support orders to the custodial parent while being allowed by the family courts to retain absolutely no financial discretion at all to provide for the child under their own roof.   To be honest, most of these divorce industry profiteers lobbying to kill the contract are father-haters who believe that fathers who have been divorced should be relegated to human wallets who don't get to see their own children, yet should be obligated to cover every penny of the cost of raising them, along with a healthy amount of additional money to be used by the custodial parent for their own personal benefit.  They don't care that children are often left impoverished along with the non-custodial parent when at that parent's household.  These are indeed the same individuals who fought against HB529 and continue to oppose any reforms which would allow children to retain meaningful access to both of their fit parents after divorce.   

Inflated and unfair child support awards are big business, and many divorce and child custody industry profiteers in the state are living very well on the money they make from the blood, sweat, and tears of those devastated by these meritless obligations.

You see, the opponents of reform realize that when a professional Economist clearly shows what it really costs to raise a child in NH that real child support reform is likely to follow shortly thereafter.  With the advent of child support guidelines that are actually fair, the incentive to cause conflict and litigate in court will be greatly diminished, as will be the incentive for one parent to try and keep the child away from the other parent.  While the children of broken families will benefit greatly, the special interest groups that thrive and profiteer off of broken families will see their business revenues drop significantly.  Thus, they do not even want the Economist study to take place.   The opposition would rather delay the study indefinitely or replace the Economist recommended by the Child Support Study Comission with one of their own choosing who would very likely not be objective.  

There is a need for those citizens who care about honesty in government and true family law reform to quickly contact the Executive Council members who will be voting on this issue during their January 26th meeting.

Please be polite and respectful when you contact the members of the Executive Council, but be clear about how you support them approving the Economist contract being submitted by the Commission to Study Child Support.

It would also likely help for everyone who can be present on Thursday, January 26th at 10:00am to attend the Executive Council meeting and observe the proceedings.
