> enforce parenting plans. The bill also permits the department of 
> health and human services to initiate an abuse and neglect 
> investigation based on the noncompliance in appropriate cases.

> In the Year of Our Lord Two Thousand Six
> 
> AN ACT relative to enforcement of orders regarding parenting plans.

> Be it Enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
> Court convened:

> 1 New Paragraph; Parental Rights and Responsibilities; Enforcement 
> of Orders. Amend RSA 461-A by inserting after section 9 the
