Restraining Orders issued by NH District Courts on DV lies and no evidence are promoting the destruction of NH Family and not helping anyone in this state except the profit accounts of NH Bar members. 

I just cannot believe that that you will sit back and DO NOTHING to stop this Family Law abuse. I believe that you will try to address the REAL concerns with all your entrusted power from the voters. 

I beg you to reconsider your position in your letter and I ask that you order the NH Attorney General Office to conduct the largest and most extensive criminal investigation this state has every seen into the federal and state civil rights and criminal and administrative law violations in the NH Family law system by members of the judical branch, HHS, NH Bar and Coalition.
