Judge Fauver rules for the town, I believe because he did not want a mental pro/se person to defeat a brother attorney. I took the case through the NH court system. I now filed discrimination charges against the NH Supreme Court. In Federal court case no. 05-1433 Judge McAuliffe rules judges are immune from constitutional crimes. He dismisses the case. I went to jail and lost my freedom for 6 months. A judge declared me a terrorist under the patriot act. The newspaper supported the government. The newspapers censored my letters. I had no one to speak for me. People are afraid of Terrorists. I will not give up. I will get the word out. Democracy is the opinion of the people. Our forefathers realized the import ants of the newspapers that is why we have freedom of the press. I volunteer because I believe in the United States of America. I tell the Union Leader and all the other newspapers small and large print the opinion of the people. Ignorance is only present when the people are starved for the truth. We have good men and women fighting on foreign soil to protect and defend our Constitution, don’t diminish it by allowing ignorance to rain.
