RE: Clarification of Freedom of Information/ Privacy Act Unit letter dated: April 3, 2206 re: Request letter dated January 17, 2006 by the following individuals and companies

Dear Thomas J. McIntyre Chief:

Please consider this letter as a request for clarification. I reserve my right to file a formal appeal if I do not get a satisfactory response to this letter. Quite frankly I found your April 3, 2006 letter to have been extremely delusive, and I am looking to you in order to clear up any misapprehension, assuming there is one, on my part.

My reading of your letter is that you are responding only to Jean E. Allan individually and not to the other individuals and companies named in the original January 17, 2006 letter and restated above. 

The second paragraph of your letter states, “ We did not find any Criminal Division records pertaining to you [Jean E. Allan] in our search of the indexes for the Criminal Division systems you designated”. I am aware that the Federal Government is into parsing, so I have attempted to parse out this sentence to the best of my ability. 

I have understood the second paragraph to mean that you didn’t find ‘any Criminal Division records’ pertaining to me, as Jean E. Allan, when you searched the ‘indexes’, plural, for the ‘Criminal Division systems’ that I, Jean E. Allan ‘designated’ for myself. 

I can see where you might have a problem finding any records pertaining to me, Jean E.Allan, anywhere in the Federal records. Please refer to my March 28, 2006 letter to the State Department’s Division Office of Information and Program Services. In this letter I complain to the State Department that I as a person was erased from the birth roles of the United States Panama Canal Company and the birth roles of the Republic of Panama, the country where I was born. [See attached letter]

On April 3 2006, I also wrote an open letter to my Senators Gregg and Sununu, and to Congressmen Bass and Bradley requesting their assistance in my situation. In that letter I also request assistance in the issuance of a new Social Security number that attaches to the name of Jean Elizabeth Allan, my given birth name. The Social Security number that attaches to the name of Jean Elizabeth Vorisek – Quinn has been stolen and used for illegal purposes. For Jean Elizabeth Allan to have any chance of going forward in this world as a legal American citizen, a new social security number is a must. The New Hampshire Social Security Administrator told me that I would need a letter from the US DOJ to make this happen. [See attached letter to NH Representatives]

The fact that Jean E.Allan cannot be found in the designated indexes for the Criminal Division pleads the question, whether information pertaining to Jean E.Allan, whose address is 309 Waukewan Road, Center Harbor, New Hampshire, exists in any of the Criminal Divisions indexes. If this is the case, please widen your search to cover any and all ‘indexes’ located in the Criminal Division that contain the name Jean E. Allan, or any of the above named alias.

Again, I see that there may be a possible explanation for the not discovered information that has been designated in the January 17, 2006 letter.  It is my understanding of Federal law that illegal wire-tapping is a Federal crime. What I do not know is whether it becomes a Federal matter if the illegal wiretaps are done without a warrant by a State agency, such as a State Attorney General.  In the case of phone # 603-279-6425, although Jean E. Allan uses the phone almost exclusively, the phone itself is listed in the name of Kurt William Vorisek, one of the initial requesters named in the January 17, 2006 letter. Bruce Lewis, also named in the January 17, 2006 letter, and I complained in a “Right to Know” request made to the State of New Hampshire informally on December 26, 2005 and then later in a formal letter dated ______[See Attached] We know that the phones were tapped, what we don’t know is whether there was a warrant. To date our request has not been answered by the State of New Hampshire.

It is the contention of the above requesters that there were no legal warrants for the wiretaps placed on the telephone numbers in questions. And, at this time, since you have not responded to any other party listed in the January 17, 2006 letter; essentially you have not responded to the FOIA/PA request, as of the date of this writing. 

Is it a matter of law for a State to be compelled to report a warrant less wiretap to the Criminal Division of the US DOJ even if it is the State itself that may have committed the crime? And, if the State did not make a proper filing, then perhaps that is the reason that you have not found the above requested information in any of your ‘indexes’.

Now that you are aware that there is a potential unreported crime, isn’t it incumbent upon your office to make certain that this information is placed in the proper records so that the above named requesters can discover it?

I thank you in advance for assisting me in this quest for clarification.
