I am in receipt of your letter dated April 18, 2006, which states that the Committee has denied my request for reconsideration. Therefore, the March 14, 2006 letter, which states, “Following discussion the Committee voted to dismiss the grievance on a finding of no judicial misconduct”, is the final decision of the Committee.

New Hampshire Supreme Court Rule 39 8 (i) states, “ A complaint relating to a trial or judicial proceeding in progress shall be held in abeyance until the termination of the trial or proceeding, unless the committee for good cause votes to proceed immediately with such complaint”. 

The New Hampshire Supreme Court Ruled on April 21, 2006 to dismiss the subject case docket no. 2005 – 0814. I am currently in the process of filing a Motion for Reconsideration, therefore, the case in still ‘in progress’. 

I would respectfully request that the Committee provide me with the ‘good cause’ standard that it used to enable it ‘to proceed immediately with such complaint’.

I am aware that I cannot request the discussion minutes, but the Rule 39 does not say that the standard that the Committee used is protected from the grievant.
