Subject of Inquiry: Docket case file numbers 09-cr-1293; 09-cr-1294; 09-cr-1346; and 09-cr-4147 State v Jean Allan

Dear Clerk Brown:

On October 24, 2013 Melissa Guldbrandsen, Belknap County Attorney wrote me a letter in response to my letter that she referenced as dated October 21, 2013. In that letter she cited that she had done a check of the above cited docket numbers in Belknap Superior Court, and could not locate them. I then emailed her that the docket numbers referred to in my October 21, 2013 letter should be located in Laconia District Court. Therefore, please accept this letter as my request for confirmation of these case files.

In order to assist you I have attached several Court documents. 

· Notice of Hearing for Trial re:450-2009-cr-01293 – dated May 15, 2009 for trial scheduled on June 16, 2009 [CLICK HERE]

· Notice of Eligibility, Appointment of Counsel…Court code 450 Case number 09-cr-1294 – dated May 27, 2009. Violation of RSA 635:2 Misdemeanor A [CLICK HERE]

Sometime prior to June 16, 2009 scheduled trial the Public Defender, Attorney Eric Wolpin who was appointed to the combined criminal 450 Cases; Vioaltion of RSA 635:2 docket numbers 09-cr-1293 and 09-cr-1294, filed a Motion for Competency with the Court. That Motion was granted on June 16 2009. A Competency hearing was scheduled for October 13, 2009.

Twenty minutes prior to the Competency hearing that had been scheduled for October 13, 2009, The State of New Hampshire Office of Forensic Examiner faxed a diagnosis report to the then Clerk of Court Diane Lane. That report along with all the other probable cause documents should be located in the files of the combined cases dockets 09-cr-1293 and 09-cr-1294. Those cases were dismissed on October 13, 2009 due to the fact that the Forensic Evaluation found defendant Allan “not competent” to stand trial.

Then several weeks later defendant Allan was arrested and booked again, allegedly for illegally trespassing on the subject property located at 309 Waukewan Road, Center Harbor, NH. Her defense what that she was granted a legal restraining order in re: 09-E-183 Waukewan Holdings LLC v Jean Allan. That case was docketed, I believe as 09-cr-1346; but, shortly thereafter, the Center Harbor Police Chief Chase arrested and booked defendant Allan again for the same trespassing event as 09-cr-1346. This case was then docketed at 09-cr- 4147. This case also was Noticed, not for Trial but for a Competency Hearing. In May 2010 Judge DeVries made a written Order that based upon the October 13, 2009 Forensic Evaluation Report that had been submitted into evidence in the prior cases docketed at 09-cr-1293 and 09-cr-1294, which must have been reintroduced into 09-cr-4147. Please note I never saw a Motion, nor do I believe I had the opportunity to Object, if a Motion had been presented to the court. That alleged Motion, if it exists, will be material to my reevaluation.

The second two arrests were declared Misdemeanor B. Therefore, I was informed by Attorney Wolpin that I was no longer eligible for a Public Defender. As an aside, I believe that this decision was against my due process rights, since I had already been diagnosed as legally “not competent”. In fact, the threat by Prosecutor Robert Libby that was also reflected in the October 13, 2009 Evaluation Report was that if I did not plead out the case then I would be declared “not competent” (but, as I said this is not the issue of this letter.)

The purpose of this letter is simply to ascertain whether all these case files with all the Motions and Probable Cause documents of the four arrests exist, and that the case files are part of the Court’s archival records. I do have unofficial copies, of all four case files, but at some point, I would presume, the Belknap County Attorney will need certified documents that are contained in all these case files so that she and the NH Attorney General can determine whether I am eligible for a reevaluation. Therefore, I would request an itemized copy of the file’s contents for all the above cited cases.

Additionally, I would like the Clerk to record my above address. Mr. Vorisek is my son and he has my permission to receive mail from this court that is addressed to me. If there are any questions, I can be reached by email.
