Motion for Requirement of Original Documentation Production at Evidentiary Hearing

NOW COMES Plaintiffs, Kurt W. Vorisek, et al with a Motion for Requirement of Original Documentation Production as Evidentiary Hearing re: Motion for Preliminary Injunction, and pursuant to Federal Rules of Evidence specifically, Rules 1002-1004 [See attached Memorandum of Law] says the following:

1. In her Affidavit dated April 23, 2002, in paragraph 2. Sylvia McComiskey state she is a shareholder and Member of a Limited Liability Company named Regional Financial Services, LLC [RFS] headquarted in Metairie, Louisiana, a company organized under the law of Louisiana. The Plaintiffs require the original documents to be produced at the evidentiary hearing.

2. In paragraph 3., Ms. McComiskey continued to state in her Affidavit, dated April 23, 2002, that pursuant to a December 29, 1993 agreement with the Resolution Trust Corporation [RTC], the “Contribution Agreement”, which was reaffirmed on December 31, 1995, with the FDIC, as successor to the RTC, RFS purchased the rights to an October 12, 1989 “judgment” titled BankEast v Senter Cove Development Co. Inc.[Senter]; Business Assets Management, Inc.[BAM]; and Jean E. Quinn [Quinn], individually, in case #89-M-2809 of Superior Court of New Hampshire, Hillsborough County. The Plaintiffs require that these original documents be produced at the evidentiary hearing.

3.  In paragraph 5., Ms. McComiskey said “ Pursuant to the 1989 Judgment, the defendants Senter Cove Development Co., Inc., Business Assets Management Inc., and Jean E.Quinn, individually, consented to a judgment in favor of BankEast in the amount of $288,550.48 plus interest, cost, fees, and expenses. In addition, the defendants were to issue mortgages upon any and all real estate that they owned within three days of executing the 1989 ‘judgment’, which was October 12, 1989. The Plaintiffs require that these original documents be produced at the evidentiary hearing.

4. Ms. McComiskey also swore in paragraph 6. of her April 23, 2002 Affidavit that, “Pursuant to the 1989 ‘judgment’, on October 17, 1989, BAM, Senter, and Quinn, as Trustee of the Jean E. Vorisek Family Trust, issued mortgages to properties in Durham, Derry, and Center Harbor, New Hampshire to secure the payments of all sums under the ‘judgment’.  Copies of the mortgages were included in the FDIC’s file when RFS acquired the 1989 ‘judgment’”. The Plaintiffs require that these original documents, with special emphasis on the 1989 court ordered ‘judgment’, be produced at that evidentiary hearing.

5. In paragraph 7., Ms. McComiskey swore that RFS acquired these rights [to the court ordered ‘judgment’ on October 25, 1999 from the FDIC, which had acted as receiver for BankEast”. Plaintiffs require that these original documents be produced at the evidentiary hearing. In particular the initial LAMIS No. and file record of the FDIC that shows the ‘judgment’ as asset of BankEast in October, 1991, the date BankEast failed.

6. Ms. McComiskey continued in paragraph 8. of her 2002, Affidavit to say that, “On November 8, 1999 FDIC issued a Corrected Assignment and Bill of Sale that has an attached inventory list which clearly identifies “Business Assets” as the asset being sold”. The Plaintiffs require that the original Corrected Assignment and Bill of Sale be produced along with the file document that Ms. McComiskey has sworn contained the mortgages signed by the Jean E.Vorisek Family Trust.

7. In her August 10, 2005 Affidavit that was Ordered by trial court judge in matter SN Servicing v Allan, case no.______, Belknap Superior Court in paragraph 2. Ms. McComiskey stated that she was a “shareholder and director” [prior statement was ‘member’] of RFS. The Plaintiffs require that the original organizational papers of RFS, LLC be produced at the evidentiary hearing.

8. In paragraph 4., Ms. McComiskey says a true copy of the 1989 Judgment is attached to this Affidavit as Exhibit A.” The Plaintiffs require that the original court ordered “Judgment” be produced at the evidentiary hearing.

9. In paragraph 5.of her 2005 Affidavit, Ms. McComiskey told the Belknap Superior Court that “As part of the 1989 [court ordered] Judgment, Senter, BAM, and Quinn [now Allan], also agreed to grant mortgages with a statutory power of sale, to BankEast upon any real estate that they own to be exercised in the event they jointly or severally failed to satisfy all of their obligations under the 1989 Judgment”. The Plaintiffs require that the original court ordered ‘Judgment’ be produced at the evidentiary hearing so that the Court can interpret what the court ordered ‘Judgment’ said, if it ever existed in the first place.

10. And, finally in paragraph 6., again Ms. McComiskey quotes the court ordered “Judgment” when she interprets, “Pursuant to the 1989 Judgment, Jean E. Quinn, as Trustee for the Jean E.Vorisek Family Trust, executed a mortgage to BankEast with a statutory power of sale, on property located in Center Harbor, New Hampshire…. A true copy of the Center Harbor mortgage is attached hereto as Exhibit B. Regional Financial acquired the Center Harbor Mortgage when it acquired the 1989 Judgment”. The Plaintiffs require original documents to be produced at the evidentiary hearing so that the court can find whether Ms. McComiskey was telling the whole truth in both her 2002, and 2005, Affidavits.

11. On August 11, 2005, the very day after Ms. McComiskey signed her Affidavit Ordered by the Belknap Court in case no. ____, another client of the McLane Law Offices, Victor Parisi, a branch manager of SN Servicing Corporation [SN] signed his Affidavit stating hereto in paragraph 4., that SNGC, LLC with a principal address of 323 Fifth Street, Eureka, CA., “acquired all rights to the judgment entered in the case of BankEast v Senter, BAM, and Quinn, Docket No. 89-M-2809 of the Hillsborough County of New Hampshire Superior Court. A true copy of the 1989 judgment is attached to this Affidavit as Exhibit A.” The Plaintiffs require that SN produce the original 1989 judgment in order that the court make its own findings. And, further that SNGC, LLC provide original documentation of its organizational papers.

12. In paragraph 5. Mr. Parisi said SNGC, LLC “ also acquired all rights to a mortgage securing the 1989 Judgment, on a property in Center Harbor, New Hampshire… A true copy of the Center Harbor Mortgage is attached to this affidavit as Exhibit B. The Plaintiffs require that original documentation of the transaction between RFS, LLC and SCGC, LLC be produced at the evidentiary hearing so the Court can review the bone fides of the transaction.

13. In paragraphs 3., 6., 8., Mr. Parisi represents that SN is an authorized agent of SNGC, LLC., Ingomar, LP, Christiana Bank & Trust Company, and Security National Funding Trust. The Plaintiffs require that the original ‘authorization’ agreements be produced at the evidentiary hearing together will all the original transfer documents to all companies that were in the chain of title of which SN was an authorized agent, to include INGO-LP, which is not named in Mr. Parisi’s Affidavit, but made a claim upon the Center Harbor mortgage on May 17, 2005, just three months prior to Ingomar, LP’s Petition to Foreclose.

14. And as if orchestrated in sync, Steven Beene’s Affidavit dated August 12, 2005, in paragraph 3. states essentially verbatim what the other above cited Affidavits did, only the dates appear to be different. This time Mr. Beene, as authorized agent for Lawyer’s Recovery and Litigation Services [LR&LS], also a client of McLane Law Offices, claims that LR&LS obtained all the rights to the ‘judgment’, on or about November 14, 2004, but he doesn’t say from whom. The Plaintiffs require that an original bill of sale by and between LR&LS and whoever assigned, transferred, or otherwise sold the 1989 court ordered ‘Judgment’ to LR&LS. The chain of title of these alleged transfers is necessary, among other things, to establish the legality of the current owner, Ingomar LP's claim.

15. In paragraph 4. Mr. Beene also makes the claim that LR&LS acquired all rights to a mortgage securing the 1989 Judgment, on a property n Center Harbor, New Hampshire, and he too attaches a copy of the so-called Center Harbor mortgage as Exhibit B. The Plaintiffs reiterate their request to have all original documents necessary to prove proof of ownership of the subject mortgage in question and to establish the true and correct chain of title of all of Ingomar LP’s predecessors in interest.

WHEREAS the Plaintiffs pray:

A) The Court Order that all Defendants be ordered to appear at the evidentiary hearing with all original documents necessary to prove proof of claim and title to the so-called 1989 court ordered ‘Judgment’ and court ordered ‘Center Harbor Mortgage’.

B) For any other relief that is just and mete
