PLAINTIFFS’ REPLY TO DEFENDANT’S OBJECTION TO PLAINTIFF’S MOTION FOR PERMISSION FROM THE COURT TO CALL CERTAIN MCLANE LAW OFFICE LAWYERS AS WITNESSES

NOW COME the Plaintiffs, pro ses all, and submit the following Reply to Defendants Objection to Plaintiffs’ Motion for Permission from the Court to Call Certain McLane Lawyers as Witnesses. Attached to this Reply is a Supplemental Memorandum of Law and Affidavit of Jean E. Allan:

1. Plaintiffs admit that their original Motion may have been unclear, and they will attempt to be more specific in this Reply, but Plaintiffs, at all times, deny that their Motion is frivolous.

2. Plaintiffs in their attached Supplemental Memorandum of Law have specified the certain Rules of Professional Conduct that they would request the Court recognize, as it makes its final ruling on the Motion the following New Hampshire Rules of Professional Conduct - 1.7; 1.8(c); 1.9; 1.10; 2.2;3.1;3.3;3.7;5.1;5.5;8.4.

3. Plaintiffs would anticipate calling Attorneys Mark Rouvalis, Daniel Deshaines, Michael J. Kenison, and Peter Roch, as witnesses at the Preliminary Hearing scheduled for August 22, 2006, for the purpose of testifying as to their role as custodians of the FDIC documents that were acquired by the Defendants’ from the FDIC. Additionally the Plaintiffs would question them on the and the due diligence they performed on behalf of their clients which allowed the Defendants to conclude that they had purchased a ‘qualifying’ asset from the FDIC, and to include whether the Center Harbor property is the correct mortgage that attaches to that asset.

4. In the matter of the larger ‘Complaint’ the Plaintiffs would anticipate calling Attorneys Peter Roch, Thomas Donovan, and David Baradale as witnesses. The purpose of that examination would be to discover the linkage between the two secured creditors of the No. Woodstock, New Hampshire land, and the ‘pact’ that was formally formed between the two creditors by and through their overlapping McLane lawyers - who were also formerly the corporate lawyers of the Plaintiffs’ companies, Business Assets Management, Inc. until they quit prior to the completion of the purchase of the stock of Senter Cove Development Company, Inc., the owner of the ‘Project’ located at the No. Woodstock, New Hampshire property, that is the subject matter of the Complaint.

WHEREFORE, the Plaintiffs’ would request that this Court grant;
